INSTRUCTORS’ SUBMISSION GUIDE
Your submission should describe the use of local economic development projects as an educational tool for teaching a course in ECONOMICS. We will NOT consider examples in pure management, accounting or other business-type courses. Please cover the following issues:
· Briefly introduce the learning environment (the course description and the audience) 
· Briefly introduce the local development project (project goals, activities, scope, timing, key participants, and results)
· Which economic topic(s) or concept(s) are you illustrating with this project?

· What teaching technique(s) have you used? Was this choice optimal given your course goals?
· What difficulties have you experienced using this project and how have you overcome
· Your recommendations to peer instructors
For your proposal please use Times New Roman font, size 12, and 1.5 interline spacing. Please, observe 
5-6 pages limit. Whenever the development project involved multiple episodes, your proposal should focus on a SINGLE episode rather than briefly list/describe all cases. It is vital to be specific and concise. 

Be sure to include the following into your document: name and a title, specifying the issue discussed. Please insert page numbers.
